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Chad Evans, the man convicted of beating 21-month-old Kassidy Bortner to death in 2000, got 15 years added to his prison sentence yesterday. A state panel increased Evans's sentence to 43 years to life, meaning he will remain in prison until he is at least 71. 

Prosecutors asked for the extension under a 2001 law allowing the state to appeal sentences. It is the first time the law has been used to extend a sentence in a murder case, said Will Delker, a senior assistant attorney general and one of the two lawyers who prosecuted the case.
